It is a 
grass roots organization whose aim is to provide the most disadvantaged children with education, 
supplemental food and medical assistance and in so doing improve the quality of life for those 
highly vulnerable people

We are looking for the donation of clothes that can be worn by children of all ages. Shirts, T-
Shirts, Pants, Shorts, Salwar Kameez, Kurta etc

We hope to have these photographs to share with all our donors showing them how the fabric 
has moved from one hand to the next and is being used by the very people the donor hoped to 
service.
